PARK DISTRICT ADVISORY COMMITTEE UPDATE

To Residents of Clifton Knolls/Mill Creek Park District,

As we have done each year at the end of the growing season, your park district
advisory committee sends out to the News and Views a description of the work accom-
plished in The Clifton Knolls/Mill Creek neighborhoods. This year we were able, with
very judicious planning and careful bidding out of the proposed projects, to accomplish
many improvements in the parklands. Below is a list of those improvements.

A new parking area was established west of the basketball court with an easy
drive -thru and the capacity to hold twelve cars in response to complaints of limited
parking at the courts area. Trees and shrubs will be planted on the middle berm in the
spring. (If you would like to make some suggestions concerning the choice of berm
plantings, please contact any of the committee members listed below.)

Some trees behind the tennis courts have been removed to allow easier court ac-
cess and as a precautionary measure to reduce th
about by the accumulation of leaves. We are looking to repaint and renew the tennis
courts floor in the spring. We have also been approached by residents to add pickleball
lines on the tennis courts. (Please let one of the committee members listed below know
if you would like the opportunity to play pickleball on our tennis courts. The lines should
not interfere with the game of tennis.)

Weeds and brush were cut back in several places in the park: at the eastern edge
of the Barney Parklands off Valencia Lane to remove poison ivy and nuisance insects,
and around the southern and eastern shores of Barney Pond to open views of the trees
and pond.

Walking areas adjacent to Par Del Rio and Broadleaf roads were widened for
safety and ease of walking and mowing.

In our continuing efforts to maintain and improve the condition of our ponds, tree
branches and trunks were removed from all three ponds to help water flow and to in-
hibit a boggy look and smell. Dead trees were cut down from the shore areas of Par Del
Rio Pond and Beechwood Pond as a preventative measure against more trees falling
into the ponds. The program of treating the waters of the ponds to keep them clear and
fresh also continued this year as in the past. And finally, as we progress in researching
our options regarding the ever rising muck in the ponds, we have a limited study of the
depth of the ponds which we expect shortly from Aquatic Control Technologies, the
company to which we have entrusted much of the care of our ponds. We welcome any
ideas residents may have as we attempt to keep the ponds as clear and lovely as possi-
ble.

Benches were repaired at the Barney playground, and others were reset to a
more comfortable seating height at Par Del Rio pathway and Barney Road along the
pondés north shore.

The pathway to the peninsula at Barney Pond has been supported against further
erosion with heavy weed mat and rip rap. Now mowing equipment to keep the grass
down on the peninsula can be safely driven across the previously narrowing entryway.
Post and split rail fencing was installed at the head of the Beechwood Pond at Belmonte

Drive to delineate the drop off with an aesthetically appealing barrier.

All pathways around the ponds have had face slapping branches cut back
and mulch applied to the pathways to maintain the paths and keep them accessible.
Thank you to our young summer employees: John Osterhoudt, Greg Geisel and Darrin
Williams.

The Mill Creek Entrance at the confluence of Valencia, Brookwood and Orchard
Park Drive has been manicured and delineated with reshaped shrubs and trees and new
mulch.

Our landscapers do an excellent job of keeping the gardens and trees/shrubs well
maintained. Kudos to Cliffsides Landscaping and A -Z Property Management. A big thank
you also to the Clifton Park Buildings and Grounds Department which maintains our
greens areas and has assisted in many of our projects. Many thanks to the Clifton Park
Highway Department which aided us greatly by removing trees along the Broadleaf cor-
ridor.

We continue to be pleased with Eric Johnson of Wild Goose Chase who, with the
aid of his Border Collies, keeps the geese from settling on the fields and helps in our
maintenance of clean and friendly greens on which our neighbors walk and play.

Planter boxes were installed and maintained by diligent residents at the Beechwood and
S. Barney entrance markers. Once again, we would like to thank our residents for tak-
ing care of the gardens at various entrances throughout our neighborhood: Keri and
Lee Horton, Mike Blais, Pam Stafford, Bill and Nancy Connor. Thank you also to Roger
and Kathleen Kirsopp and Miguel and Yocasta Favian for mowing the greens and work-
ing on the garden around the marker at S. Barney and Grooms. A special thank you to
George and Kathy Anselment and Billy and Diane Campbell for the many past years of
maintenance at the marker at the intersection of Valencia, Brookwood and Orchard
Park Dr. And lastly, we must acknowledge the work done over the years by Tim and
Gail Leonard, improving the gardens and trimming and replacing shrubs at many of the
entrance markers, and, more recently, decorating the markers with holiday garlands
and bows. We all appreciate the selfless work that our neighbors do to help make our
community welcoming and attractive.

Thank you to our many neighbors who pass by the contractors and signal their
appreciation for their work either with a thumbs up or a kind word. The contractors al-
ways pass along your compliments and the committee is happy to know that the com-
munity approves.  As the Park District Advisory Committee proceeds, we would like to
survey residents from time to time concerning upgrades and other projects. Details will
follow at a later date.

The all purpose court (basketball court) on Clifton Park Center Road is open for
safe ice skating, as weather permits. We encourage you to use and enjoy it. Lastly,if
your child is missing a bike, three bikes which were found in The Knolls, are being safe-
guarded by The Town.
